MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING

December 14, 2017
CALL TO ORDER

The Board of Commissioners for the Port of Lopez met in regular session on December 14 at the airport building.  Chairman Ken Aufderhar called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.  Present were Commissioner Dan Post, Secretary Helen Cosgrove and guests.  Aufderhar thanked Post for serving as Port Commissioner for more than 20 years; he was presented with a beverage cup thanking him for his years of service – 1993, 1996-2017.
REGULAR BUSINESS

Approval of Minutes for November 9
Post moved, seconded by Aufderhar to approve the minutes for the November 9 meeting as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.

Approval of Vouchers and Payroll

Cosgrove noted that additional expenses included engineering fees and grounds maintenance.  Post moved, seconded by Aufderhar to approve payment of vouchers from the port fund in the amount of $100.00, from the airport fund in the amount of $5,800.93 and payroll in the amount of $798.00. The motion passed unanimously.

Financial Report

Cosgrove distributed the budgets for the funds.  Cosgrove reported SJC Public Facilities Grant funds in the amount of $12,602 was received along with taxes of $10,300; made the December 1st bond payments; airport fund has $33,500; port fund has $76,800 and debt service fund has $337.

Advisory Report
Aufderhar said he cleared debris off the runway; crack seal was to come out today but couldn’t get propane on the ferry.

Public Comment
There was a comment on hangar inspections; they had spoken with fire commissioner, they have all the equipment needed to perform an inspection.
Post was thanked for service, transparency was appreciated; before last month’s executive session, Adams explained that the property acquisition was not outside the Port’s boundaries, curious about what property was being looked at, building A has lease agreement that expires June, 2019, the hangar is old; if this is the property, why do they want to sell now, are major repairs needed, do what is right for the whole property.
Post was again, thanked for his years of service; it has been appreciated over the years.

Post said the concrete was poured for the swing on the Fisherman Bay property; the swing will get mounted.  Cosgrove said she appreciated the name given to the parcel – Bayview Day Park.  Fred Fickenworth donated the swing to the property and came up with name.

Engineers Report

Melanie Johansen and Don Barclay, formerly with Reid Middleton, now working for Century West Engineering introduced themselves.  Barclay said that their focus is municipal and aviation engineering; have about 50 employees, several offices around Washington and Oregon; currently working on a runway rehab at Odessa airport; Cashmere airport with runway repair, Auburn a runway extension; Moses Lake airport taxiway project; same issue as Lopez, high bid, they put off project, those funds might have gone to Lopez. Post asked if environmental assessments (EA) were the same.  Johansen noted that the assessments are new.  The need for the EA’s varies with the project and location – animals affected, hazardous waste, wetlands, cultural.  Aufderhar thanked Melanie and Don for coming.
