CALL TO ORDER

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A.    Selection of Engineering Firm

Adams said there are two firms remaining – Precision Approach and DOWL.  Aufderhar said he got the strongest positive references from local airport for both the firms; would do well with either. Henriksen said he concurred with Aufderhar and had similar results from inquiries he made.  Aufderhar said that Precision did airports only and were a small firm; DOWL was much larger and provided a variety of engineering services.  Aufderhar said it was 50/50 and felt that both were competent.  Henriksen said DOWL appeared to be very eager to work with the Port.  Aufderhar moved, seconded by Henriksen to accept DOWL as the Port’s engineers.  The motion passed unanimously.  
B.    Disaster Preparedness 

This was a brainstorming session about preparing for any form of disaster.  Henriksen suggested that it should be called emergency preparedness.  The resources the Port has to contribute such as pilots, aircraft, runway, terminal building, hangars, and solar system along with what needs to be acquired such as generator, storage, housing, and places for helicopters, backup power was discussed.
